In Holy Week and on Easter Day (2010) The Church of the Holy Trinity will welcome 
many visitors and guests… perhaps some whose last visit was at Christmas. We cannot 
know, and we should not assume, what brings guests to this church community. But 
this I know… a warm welcome, an experience of vibrant worship may well change a 
person’s life… forever. Who knows?
 
What will bring you, and me, to church this Sunday… possibly a myriad of reasons 
but if we sit in God’s presence, open our ears, hearts and minds to God… great 
things are possible, great things that will change us forever. Who knows?
 
Pray with me these words of St. Paul: “I want to know Christ and the power of His 
Resurrection” and trust God to answer them powerfully!

Dear friends,								        March 25, 2010
 
I’ve been serving at CHT for more than a year and a half now, and I realized recently that 
the desk in my study on the second �oor of the Parish House was in need of some serious 
spring cleaning.  Various and sundry papers had been steadily accumulating in desk 
drawers and (worse!) on top of the desk itself, along with books that had been partly-read 
(or in some cases not read at all), waiting in stacks for my attention.  It was clearly high 
time to go through it all.
 
Luckily, this process was encouraged along by some repainting work that needed to be 
done in the corner of the room.

(Though I must admit that a desire to put off working on the services for 
Holy Week may have also played a role.)

This will be a chance to sell your items, �ea-market style, and in the process make some 
money both for yourself and for one of our outreach partners, Project H.O.M.E.  (See 
page ___ for more details.)
 
But spring cleaning can be a spiritual activity as well as a physical one.  Just the process 
of sorting through our stuff often causes us to pause and re�ect, as we �nd ourselves re-
reading old cards and discovering long-lost photographs.  While debating whether to 
keep that kitchen gadget we never actually use, we might remember the person who gave 
it to us or the year that we received it.  And at the end of the process, when our living space 
has been cleared out and put in order, we may �nd that our spirits feel lighter, too.
 
Even if you don’t plan on doing any physical spring cleaning this year, it might be worth 
taking the time to re�ect on where life has been taking you, what you’ve been accumulating 
along the way, and whether it might be time to let some things go.
 
Going through my desk drawers reminded me, among other things, of how much I have 
learned and grown during my time here.  I don’t relish the inevitable necessity of repeating 
my spring-cleaning (probably much sooner than next spring), but I do look forward to 
accumulating more memories in this place.
